With the lighting switch ‘ON’, the panel light
intensity can be adjusted by turning this control
knob, Clockwise rotation reduces the intensity
of light.

The left and right direction indicator lights should
be used as hazasd warning lights whsere your car,
by being immobilised, constitutes a hazard to other
traffic. Depressing the lower part of the locker
switch will cause all direction indicator lights to
flash simultaneously.

When the hazard warning switch (9) is operated,
this RED facia mounted warning light flashes in
conjunction with the external direction indicator
lights.

To operate the respective direction indicatoss,

move the lever as follows:
L.H.D. cars R.H.D. cars

For right turn Leverupwards Leverdownwards

Forleftturn Lever downwards Lever upwards

The indicator automatically cancels on completion

of the tum.

Note. When, for example, the direction indicatess
are used to indicate the intention to over-
take, light pressurs only need be applisd
to the indicator lever. This will operate the
respective indicators for as long as the
pressure is appliad, and the laver will spring
back automatically when released.

Move the lever towards the steering wheel to
flash the headlights; this operates independently
of the lighting switch (7).

Push the lever towards the steering column to
operate the horns.

With the lighting switch (7) in the second position,
move the lever towards the facia panel to select
headlight main beam. Return the lever to the
central position for dipped headiights.

The combined ignition switch/steering lock
enables the steering to be locked when the key is
withdrawn. Also included, on North Ametican
cars only, is a warning buzzer, which will operate if
the ignition key is left in the steering lock when
leaving the car. The switch/lock face bears the
markings O, |, fl, and ]IL.

0 in this position only, can the key be inserted and
removed. The ignition is switched 'OFF and,
providing the key is removed, the steering
column is locked. (Refer to Note below).

The windscreen wiper arms, and screen washer.
operate only when the ignition is switched ‘ON".

A two speed windscreen wiper is fitted.

Moving the lever up from the ‘OFF position,
against spring pressure, provides one sweep of the
arms across the screen, and back to the parked
position.

To operate the electrically driven windscreen
washer pump, press the end of the lever towards
the steering column,

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The upper lever controls the temperature of the air
being drawn into the car, and the lower lever
controls the distribution of the air. When both
control levers are positioned to the extreme right,
the heater air intake system is completely closed;
this obviates the intake of exhaust fumes from
other vehicles.

Positioning the lower lever to the extreme left
will direct the majority of the air to the footwells,
with a small bleed to the windscreen. With the
lever positioned at'DEFROST, air is directed to the
windscreen only, and this position should be used
to obtain rapid de-misting, or de-icing of the
windscreen.

The temperature of the air drawn into the car is
variable, and depends on the position of the upper
lever between COLD (extreme left) and HOT.

The heater switch controls a two speed fan fitted in
the heating system. To operate the fan at low
speed, press down the rocker switch to the first
position. Further depress the switch to the second
position for operation of the fan at high speed. .

To maintain efficient heating and ventilation, the
fan should be in operation at atl times. Select
low speed for all occasions other than extreme
weather conditions, when high speed is necessary.

The two footwell vents operate independently. To
open a vent, pull the control knob ; push the knob
to close. Unheated air anly is pushed through the
vents.

If a drop in pressure occurs in either the front or
rear braking system (indicating partial brake
failure), and the ignition is switched ‘ON’, the
RED “BRAKE FAILURE" warming sign will illumi-
nate. Stop the car as soon as possible, and investi-
gate the cause, as braking efficiency will be
reduced,

Also connected through the warning sign circuit
is the handbrake, which, when applied, will cause
the light to illuminate, provided the ignition is
switched ‘ON’: failure to illuminate indicates a
bulb failure or circuit fault.

The RED, “IGNITION" warning sign will illuminate,
indicating no charge, when the ignition is switched
‘ON’. The sign should extinguish when the
engine speed rises above idling; failure to do so
indicates a fault in the battery charging system, and
immediate investigation and rsctification should
be effected.

The gearshift pattern is marked on the knob of the
floor mounted gearshift lever,

Reverse gear is abtained by moving the geatrshift
lever sharply to the right, and rearward against a
detent spring.

If the seat belts have not been fastened, when the
ignition is switched ‘ON’ and the handbrake is
released, a buzzer will operate (North American
version only), and the RED “FASTEN SEAT
BELTS” waming sign will illuminate. The audible
and visual warnings will continue to operate untif
both safety belts (two occupants) or the driver’s
safety beit {driver only) have been fastened.

The '‘BRAKE FAILURE' (L.H.D.) ar ‘PARKING
BRAKE' (R.H.D.) warning sign will illuminate
when the handbrake is applied, provided the
ignition is switched ‘ON’.
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
