‘Healey parts’ into the hands of Healey 
enthusiasts, while gaining space in his 
basement!

AAHC March 2nd Hangar Crawl:

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Wow, a new year; it feels just like the old 
year. At least I am returning to the shop a lit-
tle more this year.  
 
There are a few projects I need to finish and 
one new to begin. I am assembling the bot-
tom end of a 1959 Mercedes 190SL engine 
for a very good friend who has the equivalent 
ability to build it as does a bumble bee does 
to do it. He is extremely intelligent but zero 
automotive ability.  
 
He had machine work done in Charleston 
and it did not meet my standards so I brought 
it back to my machine shop here in Jasper, 
Ga. I will put in a plug for it; Danny Bruce at 
Bruce Performance does excellent work. His 
forte is high performance boat racing V-8s.  
However, I will still check all my clearances 
before assembly.  
 
This being a pretty old engine, we did some 
extra work to make sure it lasts a long time. 
The stud holes for the head bolts had severe-
ly worn threads and we feared they would 
strip. All the bad holes were drilled out a heli
-coiled. This was done not by a hand held 
drill but on the machine that bores and 
hones. This guarantees the holes are perfectly 
perpendicular to the surface.  
 
With new ARP (Automotive Racing Prod-
ucts) studs and factory head gasket, we 
should be good. Let me say that I am not the 
biggest fan of ARP studs, especially on old 
British cars. To keep the proper “clench” of a 
bolt or stud, it has to stretch. That is what 
you actually measure when you torque a bolt 
or stud, how much it stretches. As most peo-
ple do not have the tools needed to measure 
the actual stretch, they give you a torque spec 
that under their testing gives the amount of 
stretch needed to hold tight.  

Some ARP studs need more torque than the 
old British specs called for and this can stress 
the old threads in the block. I especially do 
not like to use them when installing an alu-
minum head on a cast iron block. As the 
parts get hot and expand, and they do, the 
ARP studs do not stretch as much as original 
style studs.  
 
Over time, this causes the washers under the 
nuts to create slight depressions in the alumi-
num head and eventually, the torque gets re-
duced and the clamping load lessens. This 
also happens with stock studs but to a much 
lesser degree. Stock studs expand a bit more 
and contract when cooling to keep proper 
torque. However, to show the importance of 
stud design and metallurgy; look no further 
than the original Triumph TR7 head studs.  
 
They would stretch so much and not contract 
nearly enough that after 6 months of running, 
some head nuts were just past finger tight 
and the engine would blow the head gasket. 
They had to redesign the studs by putting a 
waist into them so they would stretch and 
contract properly with the head. There were 
other design problems with that engine but 
they are off topic. 
 
And I am re-building a GT6 engine that 
burned a hole in a piston after running ex-
tremely hot. We are having a very hard time 
finding new pistons .040” oversize for this 
engine. Everyone is out of that one size. So, 
our option is to have a custom set made from 
the same company, CPCarillo, who made my 
Mercedes pistons. And we now wait some 
more on the new set. The cost of custom new 
as opposed to a standard overbore set is con-
siderable under normal conditions. 

 Tech Corner

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Due to the burned piston, we had to hone 
the block an extra .003” to clean up the 
damage. With a standard set, we were go-
ing to have the piston skirt coated with a 
special coating that would take up the ex-
tra clearance.  
 
Then we would need to balance the set. 
With the added costs of  coating and bal-
ancing, the custom set is just a little more 
and we will be getting a much better pis-
ton. The design will still be a flat top pis-
ton but the skirt will be slightly smaller 
reducing friction and the rings will be 
thinner, also reducing friction.  
 
Due to the new style rings, the final hone 
on the block will be different as the cross-
hatch pattern will need to be finer than for 
thicker rings. Most people don’t think 
much about the crosshatch pattern of a 
cylinder but new piston and ring technolo-
gy requires a lot of study.  
 
They used to want a supper smooth cylin-
der surface. Now, they want the cylinder 
wall to have a pattern with deeper grooves 
but the tops of the hone scratches removed 
for a smooth surface. This leaves a deeper 

groove for oil retention. Retaining a film 
of oil helps the rings seal. Cutting the tops 
off the hone scratches leaves the smooth 
surface the rings need.  
 
(Lesson learned the hard way, Cast Iron 
Rings and Chromoly rings need different 
cross hatch patterns, or the ring don’t 
seat / seal properly. Editor)  
 
The degree of each aspect is what you pay 
your machinist to know all about. With a 
good, no an excellent, machine shop, you 
get that expertise. The day of a straight 
glaze breaker hone or dingleberry hone are 
about over. As I do not re-ring an engine, 
my dingleberry hones will just hang on the 
wall. 
 
As I was elected by a vast majority vote to 
be VP of the Peachtree MG Registry (I 
voted against myself) I will be writing a 
VP column for our news letter. I will also 
be updating events on our web site, 
Peachtreemg.com, and our Facebook page.
